(5) on or before December 31st of the School Year for which such applicant is applying; third, to a specified number of applicants, as
determined by the Board, (a) who reside in District 30 and (b) who are eligible to receive Free Lunch or Reduced Lunch (as
demonstrated by proof of a benefits letter showing the SNAP/TANF/FDPIR number); fourth, to applicants residing in District 30;
and, fifth, to applicants residing outside District 30.
