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Class Curriculum

In writing workshop during March, students are
writing persuasive letters. They will write their own
poems in April.

In March, students will learn more strategies to
figure out tricky words in their books in reading
workshop.  Students will also practice to self-
correct mistakes as they read. In April, students will
study characters in their books. They will talk about
their characters in book clubs.

Math during March continues to focus on addition
and subtraction problems. In April, students will
start learning about money. Students will learn the
value of pennies, nickels, dimes, and quarters.
Students will also find the value of multiple coins by
adding them together.

In science, the students will continue studying air
and weather in March. Students will explore the
properties of air. Students will also observe daily
weather and record observations. In April, students
will begin studying insects. They will begin by
examining mealworms in the classroom.

The social studies unit in March is the culture of
Mexico. In April, the students will begin studying
American history. They will learn about the early
exploration of America. Specifically, students will
learn about Christopher Columbus, Pocahontas,
and the Pilgrims.

‘Have students stop when they make a
mistake and fix it before they continue reading.

Have students figure out tricky words by
asking if it looks right, sounds right, and makes
sense.

-Have students stop and think about what
they are reading throughout a story. If they do
not know what is happening, have them go
back and reread.

-Have students think about how characters are
feeling and if those feelings change
throughout the book.

-Have students read in a storyteller& voice by
rereading, sounding like the character, and
paying attention to punctuation.
